Instrumentation

Snare, Tenors, Cymbals, Bass Drums,
Bells, Xylophone, Marimba, Vibes, (4) Timpani,
Tambourine, Cowbell, Wood or Jam Block, Congas, Impact Bass Drum, Triangle,
Hi-Hat, China Cymbal, Medium Suspended Cymbal, Splash Cymbal,
8 Concert Toms (graduating in pitch)

Performance Notes:
Your 8 toms should be grounded, (in graduated pitch), on the side line.
The snare and tenor players move to them, keeping their drums on, in bar 29.
Adjust the amount of toms or notes to the amount of players available, example: 4 players each play two sets of triplets on the eight drums.
Pit 2 will need access to the top 4 drums in their set-up through the first 25 bars. Otherwise, 4 additional toms will be required.
